


Rubric for  Presentation in AP US History                              Raitzsch
A rubric is a scoring tool that lists the criteria for a piece of work, or “what counts” (for example, purpose, organization, details, voice, and mechanics are often what count in a piece of writing); it also articulates gradations of quality for each criterion, from excellent to poor. The term defies a dictionary definition, but it seems to have established itself.

For your understanding:

The attached rubric lists the criteria in the column on the left, organization, subject knowledge (includes prepared for questions out of the class), visual aids (example: when using a map so you have to explain and show to the audience where are the points/areas, cities etc.,, how you used it for your preparation), mechanics ( -don’t mix that up with verbal techniques- spelling, grammatical errors etc.), eye contact (eye contact mostly to the students, not to the teacher only) and verbal techniques (using a clear voice, don’t mumble, it counts if you are speaking too fast or too slow, how do you pronounce, etc).

The four columns on the right of the criteria describe varying degree of quality, from excellent to poor. As concisely as possible, the columns explain what makes a good piece of work good and bad one bad.   

The maximum grading points are one hundred (100) which are split into:

Your presentation for the final exam could be a “traditional” presentation, no power point presentation, or a power point presentation. Check above the difference in the points!

I can provide some handouts to create a good power point presentation, if you need one, please see me.

It is your decision how do you want to perform your project, but I have to know it 1 day prior time.

I need to know what kind of supplies you want to use for presentation, please tell me that 1 day prior time. If you need copies for handouts, please see me 1 day before your presentation.

The length of your presentation: Your complete presentation should be not longer than 10 minutes in general (includes the time for handouts etc.), so we can use 5 minutes for question/answers. If you choose a power point presentation please make it for sure that you do not have more than 10 slides as a maximum in this presentation!

At the end of your presentation you have to tell ALL SOURCES YOU USED for your work, if you have a power point, the last slide must contain all information about your used sources.
You will begin your presentation with the title/topic/theme (streamline), a short overview about your assignment (10-20 sec. [i.e. historical background, time, era, etc.]). If necessary please make a [historical]- connection to the presentation/s which was/were performed before.
[It is only necessary when you want to talk about the same or similar issue]

The Final Exam Presentation is a single assignment for each of you. So please ignore the bottom of the attached presentation rubric “Group Work”.
